Sermon and advice are methods of religious training and inviting to God. In Divine Words, Allah is
referred to as advisor and preacher and Holy Qur'an as sermon and reminder. Sermon is defined as the
way of inviting to kindness accompanying with benevolence and tenderheartedness. Any advice
which frightens the audience from evil and directs his heart toward the good deeds is called advice
and sermon (Maoeze). In Holy Qur'an, Almighty God introduces prophets, Divine Books, and
historical stories as advisors and all human beings as the addressors. The present study aims at
conceptualizing the terms of advice and sermon, as well as examining and analyzing the concepts of
